About Haiku:

Haiku was born in Japan and is the world’s shortest form of poetry.

Written in a short descriptive verse, Haiku captures the moment in the poet’s life or an expression touching on the beauty of nature.

World Children’s Haiku Contest:
The first Haiku Contest was organised by the JAL Foundation in 1990 and held every two years since then.  This year Japan Airlines in the UK welcome the additional support and assistance of the Japan Society. 

How to enter the Contest: 

Entrants are invited to write their own Haiku on the theme of the wind, accompanied by an appropriate illustration to complete the composition.
